A: Any campus-licensed software. Specialized software will still need to be requested.

Q. Once Software Center is opened on my computer, how long will it take before | can
install software?

A: You can begin installing software immediately.

Q. Can | use the “Uninstall” button on the Software Center to uninstall software?

A: Not all programs can be uninstalled through the Software Center. It is recommended
that you uninstall software through the control panel. See the “Uninstalling Software”
tutorial for more instructions.

Q. Will Software Center work if | am not on campus or connected to the BYU-Idaho
Network?

A: No, only on-campus BYU-I computers that are connected to the BYU-Idaho Network
offer Software Center.

Q. Why won't my computer download software?

A: Your computer may not have enough free space available to download the software you
desire. Check the download size of the software and the free space on your computer or
try downloading the software again later.
